cation challenges due to cognitive delays that require or have 
required specially designed instructions.

Each athlete must complete the following: a physi-
cal exam by a licensed examiner, a Special Olympics 
medical form “application for participation form”, 
Behavior Code of Conduct Policy, Atlanto-axial re-
lease form, and the sports selection/yearly registration 
form.  Complete all forms and make sure the appro-
priate person(s) sign the forms. When this packet is 
completed and returned to our office, you will receive 
a call from the coach of your selected sport.  He/she 
will give you information regarding training, practice 
dates, and more. Please retain a copy of the medical 
form for your records.
